CLASS SYLLABUS

Title of course: Bible Stories brought to life by science - 3rd and 4th Grade. 

Brief Description: A study of selected men of God from the Old Testament. Joseph, Moses, Joshua, David, and Daniel. In each class we will study the life of these men and will perform a science experiment to reinforce our learning. The experiments are very basic and will be performed utilizing basic household goods. 

This class is based on the book “Even the Sound Waves Obey Him – Bible Stories Brought to Life by Science” by Nancy B. Kennedy. 

Sept. 2  Joseph’s colorful coat/ Jacob gave his son Joseph a beautiful coat decorated with all the colors of the rainbow. We can make the many colors of the coat look like just one color. Project: Kids will build a color wheel. The colors of the wheel are the colors that combined to create white light.

Sept. 9  Moses/Crossing the Sea to Safety – God held back the waters of the Red Sea o the Israelites could cross over to safety. Project: We will make water stay in a cup even when it’s upside down. 

Sept. 16  Joshua/ The Fall of Jericho – Joshua brought down the walls of Jericho without a fight. Project: Kids will make a soda bottle collapse without using a muscle. 

Sept. 23  David/The Shepherd who sings – David was not only a fighter, but a music-maker who played the harp. Project: We will create a simple instrument and make music ourselves. 

Sept. 30  Daniel/God Shuts the Lion’s mouth – Let’s put paper “lions” in a den and see how God keeps them away from Daniel. 

Oct. 7  Being With God (Wrap-up) – Psalm 84 – The song writer says he would gladly become a servant just so he could spend time in God’s house. Project: We are going to pretend to put  ourselves in God’s house by blowing one bubble inside another bubble.
