How did Van Gogh’s unhappy life affect his art? Why did Monet paint in a boat?  We will begin each week by introducing an artist, talking about his life and looking at and discussing several of his works. We will dabble in some of the fun styles of the artists we study such as cubism and pointillism. Most importantly we will put on our Christian worldview glasses to examine each artist and their work. Your student might not be all that interested in art now…but this class promises to be a unique and fun encounter with art, which will promote intrigue
